Alright, so it’s not quite win-

ter yet but it certainly is starting to feel like it!  As I write 

this, I hear the incredible news that Arapahoe Basin has 

once again become the first ski area in the U.S. to open, 

beating early season rival Loveland Ski Area.  Of course, 

they’re both on the Continental Divide in the highest parts 

of Colorado and, at over 13,000 feet, will take your breath away, literally.  For just 

$259 and $319, you can get a season pass to A-Basin and Loveland, respectively.  

Not a bad deal, considering they’re usually open through June and sometimes into 

July as well.  Check out some of the photos on our website of A-Basin, taken by a 

few of our members that visited there last year.     

Seeing A-Basin open couldn’t help but make me wonder what we should expect 

this winter.  How about all those old-fashioned weather indicators that never seem 

to work?  I put together a short list: 

• The Farmer’s Almanac—normal to wet early season, dry peak and very wet 

through March (I think they’re a year behind). 

• Pinecones—how many are there?  Are they shriveled and dry or dense and clus-

tered?

With almost 700 acres of skiable terrain, Sunday River  features some of the most expan-

sive offerings on the east coast.  And with their 1,570 snowmaking guns combined with a 9,000 
gallon per minute water pumping capacity, this place has he ability to blanket 92% of the slopes 
in less than a week.   The lifts carry 32,000 people to this white, powdery bliss every hour.  At 
least, they can; however, you won’t find anywhere near that many people on this early season 
trip.  Take a ride on the River with the Upper Cape Ski & Sports Club!

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BBOYNEOYNE  WWHOHO??  
  

With all the talk over the recent changes in ownership around the New England ski scene, it seemed 

appropriate to discuss one of the prominent players in this real-world Monopoly game.  The Ameri-

can Ski Company taught us it takes a more diverse, nation-wide portfolio of resorts to survive in to-

day’s dynamic and unpredictable winter-sports industry.  Ownership of the Canyons in Utah just 

wasn’t enough to make up for their losses in New England’s unforgiving climate.  Enter stage-right, 

Boyne USA.  Never heard of them until they moved to New England?  That’s what I thought; however, 

Boyne has been around for some time.  Here’s some information on this four-season resort giant. 
 

Founded in 1947, Boyne USA claims status as the longest running management within the moun-

tain resort industry.  One of the apparent keys to their success is the diversity and flexibility in the 

resorts they purchase.  Boyne owns resorts coast-to-coast throughout North America but doesn’t 

limit themselves to winter resorts; their properties include golf and spa destinations as well.  

Should one region suffer a dry winter, chances are another will have a great season.  Furthermore, 

by creating year-round destinations, Boyne is able to bring visitors to their resorts regardless of the 

month or weather conditions.   
 

Although the company has been around for 60 years, notoriety was not earned until the acquisition 

of Big Sky Resort in 1976.  Until then, Boyne was mostly known for its Michigan resorts as well as a 

summer skylift in Tennessee.  Their success in Montana resulted in further purchases, namely 

Brighton in 1986 and Crystal in 1997 along with some summer golf destinations.  In 2001, they 

moved into Canada with the acquisition of Cypress Moutain in BC; unfortunately, the company foun-

der died shortly after.  Boyne USA quietly remained in the family until their most recent set of ex-

changes in 2007:  Cypress and Brighton were sold, but leased back and Loon’s lease was pur-

chased.  Sunday River and Sugarloaf/USA were also added to the list in 2007.  Boyne’s website, 

http://www.boyneusaresorts.com, cites a goal of becoming the best four-season resort company in 

the world by 2015.  Clearly, they’re headed in that direction; however, that’s a very ambitious goal 

considering they’re still only the third largest resort network in North America.  What does that 

mean?  They must have their eyes on more properties, of both the winter and summer variety.  For 

our own sake, let’s hope their recent New England additions get the attention they deserve.
