Members take turns 

driving to the summit then returning to the bottom to pick everyone up for an-

other run.  The club’s website—http://www.hawaiisnowskiclub.com—states Febru-

ary and March is the “peak season,” but variable conditions have left snow at the 

top all the way to July in prior years.  Temperatures hover around freezing for most 

of the winter months, but high winds and resulting wind chill often keep skiers off 

the slopes.  Be sure to bring your own gear; there are no rental shops in the area.  

And no base lodge or slope-side Four Seasons either.  Mauna Kea is an 800,000 

year old volcano; however, it’s dormant now, having last erupted about 3,500 years 

ago.   

So, next time you’re considering a ski vacation, don’t leave out the Big Island.  

Consider trying the scuba diving as well.  Go from below sea level to 13,792 above 

all in one day!
